At the rock pools, | will be asked if | would like to touch
a seastar, they feel rough and wet. | will be gentle and
wait my turn. | can just look if | do not want to touch.




Moving around the Aquarium we may use the
escalators—we need to stand still and hold the handrail.




| will use my quiet voice, even though it may be noisy
inside. Some places can be dark and if it makes me feel
uncomfortable, | will tell my adult.




Once we have finished looking at the exhibits, we
might go into the cinema if the teacher says its okay.
The movie is loud with wind and snow blowing around
sometimes. If | don't like it, | can leave with my adult.




We will exit the same door that we came in.
